Crime information

In the Cumnor Appleton Eaton Farmoor Wytham Hinksey and Botley neighbourhood there have been three incidents at the sports pavilion on the Louis Memorial field. Damage has been caused to the door and inside. If you have any information please call 08458 505 505 There has been a theft of lead from premises in Botley. Please be aware of suspicious people and vehicles and call us if you are in any doubt. We have increased our patrols in the area to deter further offences. There was a theft of some money from the Plough public house Appleton. A male has entered the premise and has stolen cash. This is an isolated incident and enquiries are ongoing to locate the offender.

In the Kennington and Radley  neighbourhood  there was a theft of Garden ornaments from Pebble hill the offender was given a fixed penalty notice of £80 for the offence. Pc Katrin Gardener is currently investigating the use of off road motorcycles at the Water meadow in Kennington, and is liaising with local farmers in an attempt to isolate entrances to fields.

 In the Marcham and Wootton neighbourhood a male was stopped checked in Mill Road Marcham and was discovered to be in possession of cannabis, he was given a Cannabis caution for the possession.

Two vehicles were broken into in Wootton, one of which had tools stolen and sun visors were taken from the second. Please be aware in the warm conditions we have been experiencing recently, of securing your vehicle, closing windows and not leaving items of value in view
